RECOMMENDATION

| MOVE to award the design-build contract for the Police Evidence Building, City of Show Low
Project No. FM-2322, to LD&B, LLC in an amount not to exceed $293,821.00 and authorize the
associated budget transfers.

BACKGROUND

In fiscal year 2021, the City purchased the old Schwan'’s building located at 1301 East Thornton.
The City’s fiscal year 2022 Capital Improvement Plan budget includes funding for the renovation
of the building to be used for police evidence and permanent city file storage. The proposed
renovations include secure gun and drug storage areas and a walk-in refrigerator and freezer
for long term cold storage of evidence. The restroom also needs to be upgraded to meet current
Americans with Disabilities Act codes. A preliminary cost estimate was prepared by Hidell and
Associates Architects, the architectural firm that designed the public safety building. Their
estimated cost was $330,000.00 not including design.

City staff prepared a request for proposals for a design-build project. The request for proposals
was advertised per statutory requirements. Three contractors attended the mandatory pre-
proposal meeting. A single proposal was received from LD&B, LLC. Staff met with the
contractor to negotiate the scope of work and fee for the :
project. Based on negotiations, the contractor presented | Subiect property map:
a cost of $293,821.00, design included. LD&B has
completed construction contracts for the City in the past
and has performed very well. The library expansion
project is their most recently completed City project.
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Staff recommends awarding the design-build contract for
the Police Evidence Building, City of Show Low Project

No. FM-2322, to LD&B, LLC in an amount not to exceed L[]
$293,821.00 and authorizing the associated budget

transfers.
